Child Support Administration

For State Fiscal Year (SFY) 2015-16, the May Revision includes $46,000 State General
Fund (SGF) decrease and corresponding federal funds increase. This is due to an
anticipated increase in Federal Incentives resulting from improved performance. It also
includes a $15 million decrease in Federal Funds and a corresponding increase in Child
Support Collections Recovery funds. This is due to an anticipated increase in Child
Support Assistance Collections.
