SUBJECT:  Child Support Aggregates for Fiscal Year 2000-2001 
  
Attached is a matrix identifying child-related group home cost aggregates, by Rate 
Classification Level (RCL), for Fiscal Year (FY) 2000-2001.  In the past, these rates were 
used to determine an appropriate child support obligation based on the cost to maintain a 
child in foster care.  Since the adoption of the statewide uniform child support guidelines 
set forth in Family Code Sections 4055 and 4056, this rate information is no longer used 
for that purpose.  However, this rate information (specifically column 6, Child Support 
Reimbursement Aggregate) may be useful when child support collected exceeds the 
monthly foster care cost and excess or pass-on in federally eligible cases needs to be 
determined.  This information was prepared by the Foster Care Rates Bureau and is 
based on calendar year 1998 actual cost data reported by group home providers during 
FY 1999-2000.  The following methodology was used in developing the aggregates: 
 
The total child-related costs (for all programs by RCL) is compared to the total program 
costs to determine the percentage of child-related costs.  For each RCL, this percentage is 
multiplied by the standard rate to determine the child support reimbursement aggregate.  
Another way of expressing this formula is: 
 
Child-related costs / total program costs = % 
 
% X standard rate = child support reimbursement aggregate 
 
This is the same methodology used to develop the aggregates that has been followed in 
prior years.
