· You will be given a Minipresentation Status Form to complete on your daily progress.

· Your Minipresentation Status Form will be collected at the end of each day and returned to you the following morning.

· You will randomly select one of thirty-two topics for an individual presentation.

· Trading, selling, exchanging, or bartering topics is not allowed.
